Al Basics and Using It with Integrit

Room This session gives ministry leaders a working understanding of what
Lower Al is, what it can and can't do, and how to use it without compromising

the trust and integrity that ministry work depends on. We'll cover the
basics of how large language models like ChatGPT, Claude, and
Gemini generate responses, why they sometimes get things wrong,
and what "hallucination” means in practical terms. From there, we'll
walk through a simple set of rules for faithful use: be honest about
when Al helped you, never let it replace pastoral care or scriptural
study, always verify before you publish, and protect the privacy of the
people you serve. No technical background is required. By the end,
you'll have a clear picture of when Al is a genuine help, when it's a
shortcut to avoid, and how to talk about it with your team and

NotebookLM in Ministry - Matthew Nimeth

NotebookLM is a free Google tool that lets you upload your own
sources (sermons, books, articles, meeting notes, scripture studies)
and then ask questions, generate summaries, or even produce slides
based only on what you gave it. That last part matters: unlike a general
Al chatbot, NotebookLM stays grounded in your material, which makes
it much more useful for serious ministry work. In this session, we'll set
up a notebook together, load real sources, and try out the features that
ministry leaders use most. We'll also talk about what to keep out of
NotebookLM (anything pastorally confidential) and how to fact-check
what it produces.
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
